TWINKLE,TWINKLE LITTLE STAR

Her name is Twinkle, but there is no sparkle in her eyes, because she cries blood. She hails from India and has
become an overnight medical paradox due to her condition. Medical authorities are so baffled at her case that
they prefer to identify her symptoms as psychosomatic. Not only does she bleed from her eyes, but her hands,
feet and head.

Stigmata (onewho bearsthe woundsof Christ),is nothing new to the Christian faith. The term originates from
the line at the end of Saint tŀǳƭΩǎLetters to the Galatians where he says, "For I bear on my bodythe scarsthat
showI belongto Jesus." In essence, Twinkle, has joined the approximate 500 men and women who have been
associated with this phenomenon; which is more commonly evident in women.

Dr. George Buchanan, a world renowned Pediatric Hematologist flew over 9,000 miles to investigate ¢ǿƛƴƪƭŜΨǎ
unique condition. This is what he had to say, *άLbelievethat Twinklemost likelyhasa conditionin the spectrum
of disordersentitled Münchausensyndrome. This is a condition where diseasemanifestationsare purposely
inducedor falsifiedby a patient to gainattention andsympathy. Theunderlyingmotiveof this factitiousillnessis
often unknown. Let me state that as a hematologist,I am not an expert in this condition. It is considereda
psychiatricdisorder.έHe further shared, *άLΩŘlike to think that herbleedingis dueto somethingelse,but I really
cannotoffer a goodalternative. It isunclearwith meat this point whetherTwinklehasMünchausensyndrome(if
the bleeding is inducedby herself),Münchausensyndromeby proxy (with the mother being responsible)or
MünchausensyndromeάƛƴŎƻƭƭŀōƻǊŀǘƛƻƴέΣ(i.e., Twinkleand her mother workingtogether to inducethe bleeding
and befuddleher physiciansand othershopingto helpher).έ In other words, medically diagnosed until proven
miracle.

Stigmata, is only one of many miracles that can occur in our lives. Recently, Charlene, Phil, Tony, Rommel and
I sat in the Fellowship Hall having lunch, and Tony shared his miracle story. A couple of years ago on his way to a
motorcycle dealership (I-20E- Conyers) and a cycle ride for the March of Dimes, he was in a horrific accident
which took the life of his wife and placed him in a coma for 3 months. In fact his family was told by hospital
officials to make preparations for his funeral. But by the grace of God he pulled through, bodily unscathed and
living once again to see another day blessed in other ways.

Must Jesus bear the cross alone? No, we all carry His scars in ways that venture from the minute to the
extreme, but daily, our lives are living sacrifices, sometimes in ways we would rather avoid. Jeremiah 29:11
states, άForI knowthe plansI haveforȅƻǳΣέsaysthe Lord.ά¢ƘŜȅare plansfor goodandnot for disaster,to give
you a future and a hope.έWow! Even in the midst of miracles, God has a vision for our lives! May we cling to
that promise even when the miracles of life come with a price; for we are all living sacrifices, as a personal
testimony for a God who knows us best.
