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A MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR

PANDORA'’S BOX

By Pastor Shari L. Rates

So be strong and courageous, all you who put your hope in the Lord!
Psalm 31:24

In its original Greek version, Pandora’s Box was really a jar made of clay or bronze and used as an
unbreakable, escapable prison! This jar from the word fpithosowas used for the storage of wine, oil, grain, or
ritually for a human body for burying. In the myth, when opened it unleashed unspeakable catastrophe upon
humanity (illness, toil, anguish, fears, and evils). However, at the very bottom of the jar, there lay HOPE! And
it is hope as found in the Lord that we become more than conquerors over the disparities of the world. Yet to
get to this hope, we must first release all of the things that have us bound. For it is thru the purging of
ourselves, that we uncover the purity that exists beyond the messiness of our lives.

Our Pandora boxes may be filled with a plethora of challenges: substance abuse, domestic issues, spiritual
and physical struggles, hatred, prejudices, and so much more. Yet when we are willing to take on a
kaleidoscopic view of the world, our vision of hope becomes shaped and formed thru a diverse set of lenses.
And so in considering what’s in our Pandora boxes, one of our more common fears to conquer is that of, “the
other”.

When | lived in Watertown, Massachusetts as a youngster around the age of 8, there was no denying that
the community we resided in was comprised of first, second and third generation folk with cultural ties to
Armenia. On the night before we left on a two month stint overseas to Europe, the Middle East, the
Mediterranean, Africa and Canada, we were invited to eat and fellowship at a home within the community. We
arrived around 6 pm, ate around 11 pm and left the home in the wee hours of the morning. | still remember
being not only extremely sleepy, and enchanted by the sights, sounds and smells of that evening, but more
importantly the hospitable love of those that came to tell us goodbye, as an extension of the friendships that
had been valued during our year there. The memory of that warm reception was soon needed as the countries
we visited had either just finished a war, or were facing one on the horizon. It was frightening as we moved
from airport to airport and were often met with AK-47’s and other artillery, sandbags, rigorous interrogations
and check points.

Through this early experience, | learned that though | desire an idealistic world full of love and camaraderie,
the celebration of our differences and similarities can be challenging to actualize in life. Our context of the
"other" and however that is defined for each of us, is colored by our Quadrilateral exposure (Scripture, Reason,
Experience and Tradition). If some of us have a completely different encounter with “others” and don’t have
hope or love at the root of our very being, we become leery, or compartmentalize our impressions and so do
the A o t hSteredtypes, labels and prejudices are detrimental to our spiritual growth, especially when coupled
with fear of the unknown - yet they are a part of our reality. Yes, it is easier to take comfort in those things that
serve as commonalities for us, but let us likewise seek to consider all persons who come with a different set of
lenses to peer through. Change your world and you will change your view. Build a relationship, and they will
come. God’s hope is counting on this.
