Traditions are very important because they are the fabric of cultures, family and the world. The word
tradition comes from the Latin word, άtraditionem, acc. of traditio which meansάƘŀƴŘƛƴƎover,passingƻƴέ
and another definition is aάōŜƭƛŜŦΣor customtaught byonegenerationto the next.έ

Oftentimes we marvel at the things folk deem as sacred? In Africa, young girls are trained to be good
wives from an early age; they learn secret codes and languages that allow them to talk with other married
women without their husbands understanding what is being said. Hmm, sounds a lot like our ά{ƛǘ-N-Yƴƛǘέ
group! In Denmark at wedding receptions, the groom temporarily disappears so that all the unmarried men
can kiss the bride and in like manner, the bride disappears so that all of the eligible women can kiss the
groom. ¢ƘŀǘΩǎdefinitely an άwέ(risqué) and not happening in this neck of the woods!

Whatever traditions are important to you in relation to Jones, we not only want to know what they are,
but we want you to help us keep those pieces a memorable part of the church.
