Outreach Update

FROM THE FINANCE COMMITTEE

The Jones Memorial United Methodist Church’s
budget calls for $30,886.75 in receipts per month.
In the month of April, 2009, we received $23,
706.80. In other words, we were $7,179.95 short
on our budget for the month of April.

Looking at the year to date picture, as of April 1,
2009, we have received $99, 587.91. Our budget
calls for $123,547.00. Hence, to date, we are
$23,959.09 short of our budget. Moreover, Head
Start has moved to a new location, which means
we will not be receiving their $2,100.00 per
month in the future, coupled with the loss of our
traditional contributors.

As we look to the remainder of 2009, we have to
face the fact that we have a significant budgetary
challenge. The JMUMC Finance Core Team is
diligently working on this deficit, and are always
open to suggestions. Please feel free to
communicate your ideas to Don Henderson,
Chairperson.

UNDER THE TREE OF LIFE is the fourth level of
the Disciple Bible Study series. The word “under”
in the title is meant to convey invitation,
welcome, sheltering, security, and rest — home at
last.

Under the Tree of Life concentrates on
the Writings of the Old Testament — Ruth, 1 and
2 Chronicles, Ezra, Nehemiah, Esther, Job,
Psalms, Proverbs, Ecclesiastes, Song of Solomon,
Lamentations, and Daniel.

John; James; Jude; and Revelation. Emphasis on
the Psalms as Israel’s hymnbook and prayer book
leads naturally to an emphasis on worship in the
study. Present through the entire study is the
sense of living toward completion — toward the
climax of the message and the promise,
extravagantly pictured in the Revelation.

A MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR

A LIFE NOT IN VAIN

(In Memory of Carol “Cookie” Cole)

It was simply sensational news against the backdrop of a greater known sister, but
| was devastated to recently learn about the loss of someone who had been
extremely instrumental in the formative years of my life. Like an older sister, Carol
had diligently sought to give great advice, encourage me and had been one of a few
dedicated folks that had written during my Peace Corps stint in Micronesia. Although
we had lost contact in recent years, two days before Christmas of last year | was
driven, quite actually compelled to go to all lengths to re-connect — and an avenue
presented itself for us to do so. Cherishing this renewed friendship | had only been
able to communicate a few times since the end of the year, primarily in regards to her
sister that needed an organ donor. My own efforts to see if | was a match were
placed on hold due to acute bronchitis. Ecstatic to later learn that her sister had
found a match, | was unprepared for the news related with that happy breakthrough.
A week earlier Carol had apparently been diagnosed with lung cancer, (she had not
been to a doctor in many years) and on the day her sister received a donor match she
died. She had refused chemotherapy understandably with the advanced stage she
was facing, and transitioned on to glory.

Carol is not the first or will she be the last person to leave this earthly plain under
such circumstances, but what matters most is not how we go, but the legacy each of
us leaves behind. What will people say about us when we are gone? Whose life will
have been impacted by our path? Mahalia Jackson once sang the following words, “If
| can help somebody as | travel along; if | can help somebody with a word or song. If |
can help somebody from doing wrong, my living shall not be in vain.”

In this day and age, we are so caught up in survival mode that we have in many
ways lost the gift of gab and the art of rendering sage advice to others beyond our
immediate circle of family and friends. Our lives are almost robotic and exhaustive
with making ends meet or getting ahead. But as we look at the life of Jesus, He took
time to connect with all kinds of people. Matthew 9:36 says, “When he saw the
crowds, he had compassion on them because they were confused and helpless, like
sheep without a shepherd.” May we too look at strangers, acquaintances and those
closest to us with that same sense of compassion, and may we also be compelled to
help someone beyond our comfort zone so that our living will not have been in vain.
And may we be blessed with the opportunity to say thank you as | was able to do
earlier this year, for the difference others have made in our own lives.
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
