Psalm 1 ïNew Living Translation

or join in with mockers.

2 But they delight in the law of the LORD, meditating on it day and night.

3 They are like trees planted along the riverbank, bearing fruit each season.  Their leaves never

wither, and they prosper in all they do.

4 But not the wicked!  They are like worthless chaff, scattered by the wind.

5 They will be condemned at the time of judgment.  Sinners will have no place among the godly.

6 For the LORD watches over the path of the godly, but the path of the wicked leads to destruction.

1 Blessed is he who does not take advice of the wicked, nor consort with sinners; nor be seen 

with the contemptuous.

2 But he is happy with Godôs laws and reflects on them continually.

3 And he shall be like a church that stands proud in the community; itôs doors will never close;

itôs worship service draws men to God.

4 The wicked are spiritually dead.  They are like a stone which gathers no moss.

5 They will not be acquitted in this life nor the next.

6 For the Lord knoweth the ways of the spiritual man; but woe be to the unrighteous!
