Recently, at lunchtime | met with the “What Should | Write about in the Next Journal” crew and it became
glaringly clear that this month ushers in a season of family ties, good food, laughter, those notorious disputes,
and many memories —some good and some bad.

Growing up, there were always a few harvest songs | loved to sing in church around Thanksgiving time; like
“Come Ye Thankful People Come” and “We Gather Together”. These songs made me feel united with not only
those that sang in unison with me, but with the world at large. The lyrics provided a sense of peace that
lingered throughout the Christmas season and into the New Year. Yet, | realize that each year there is someone
new missing from many Thanksgiving tables around the nation. For with the commencement of this celebratory
season, comes the reality that many have had to bid so long to their loved ones, have experienced financial
shortfalls, the breakdown of f a miot oyhér sbstacles to 0 n dife and faith walk. There is a lackluster desire to
go thru this season coupled with these realities.

Yet, Jesus said in Luke 6:21, “God blesses you who are hungry now, for you will be satisfied. God blesses you
who weep now, for in due time you will laugh.” | s it interesting that this verse is comprised of being hungry
and weeping?

We often equate the notion of hunger in terms of food, but perhaps the hunger He
speaks of is not a need for physical satisfaction, but a longing to be touched and reached out to by those who are

Who will be absent from your table this year? Is it the spouse or parent that meant so much to you? Will
someone be present in body at the table but absent in many other ways? Will we even consider the absence of
those around the world who d 0 rhavé enough to eat, a roof over their heads, or employable skills?

This year, perhaps we should set a place at our tables and leave it vacant with the exception of a lit candle. In
that space, let us invite the presence of the Holy Spirit on behalf of those who have experienced loss, or who are
suffering in other ways. And perhaps in time, though we may hunger and weep, may we likewise believe that in
due season we will be satisfied and will laugh again.
